1. The District Action Plan of the Department as per
the discussion with Panchayat Samiti will be presented
to Zila Parishad by the General Manager, District
Industries Centers, for approval before he submits to
Director of Industries.

2. The General Manager, District Industries Centre,
will send a list of cases which have been recommended
to various banks every month. He will also furnish
information with regard to the status of past cases
which had already been recommended. The respective
Banks will send a list of defaulters to Zila Parishad
every month for monitoring. The General Manager,
D.1.C.,will provide similar information with regard to
departmental loans.

3. The Zila Parishad will collect the information with
regard to skills available, the list of interested persons
who are interested to acquire the skills as per the
requirements of the industrial units, prioritize the same
and send to the Department of Industries for organising
the skill development training Programmes.

4. Zila Parishad will collect the information with
regard to the conducting of Industrial
Awareness/Entrepreneurship Development Programme
and target group viz SC/ST, Women. Ex-servicemen,
general categories etc. for which the programmes are
proposed. Zila Parishad will then priorities and send
the same to the Department of Industries alongwith

their recommendations for conducting the programmes.

1. The draft of District Action Plan of the Department
as prepared by the General Manager, District Industries
Centers, will be discussed with the Panchayat Samiti in
which the Lead Bank Officer will be associated.

2. The General Manager, District Industries Centre
will endorse a copy of the letter to the concerned
Panchayat Samiti vide which a recommendation is
made to any Bank for grant of industrial loan to the
Industrial units.

3. The Department of Industries will bring to the notice
of the concerned Panchayat Samiti the manpower skill
requirements of the proposed industry to be set up in
the areas. The Panchayat Samiti will provide
information with regard to availability of skills in that
area. In case the particular type of skill is not
available, the Panchayat Samiti will bring to the notice
of the Zila Parishad the list of the persons interested to
acquire the requisite skill.

4. Panchayat Samiti shall identify the locations in their
respective area of operation where there is a potential
of conducting Industrial/ Awareness Programmes/
Entrepreneurship Development Programmes. The
target groups for which these programmes are proposed
will be sent to the Zila Parishad.

5. ldentification and selection of artisans/ beneficiaries
for Prime Minister Rozgar Yojna(PMRY), Rural
Industries Plan(RIP)/Rural Artisans Plan(RAP) at
Block level. Chairman Panchayat Samiti, may
nominate one member for identification/selection of
P.M.R.Y. and Extension Officer (Industries) of the
Block shall be made Member-secretary of the Selection
Committee. As regards credit facilities for Industry,
Service & Business sector under P.M.R.Y ., the cases
are prepared/processed by D.1.C. headed by the
General Manager.

6.(1) The Panchayat Samiti will consider the
recommendation in respect of Sericulture activities of
the Gram Panchayat and will take final decision
keeping in view the budget position.

(2) At the same time it can suo-motu initiate proposals

1. The General Manager, District Industries Centers,
will endorse a copy of letter to the concerned Gram
Panchayat vide which a recommendation is made to
any Bank for grant of industrial units.

2. Gram Panchayat will identify suitable place of land
for establishing mulberry farm/ nurseries and chowki
centers and recommend to the Panchayat Samiti for
taking appropriate decision.

3. Gram Panchayat can forward proposal for setting up
Industrial Areas/Estates in case sufficient chunk of land
is available in the Panchayat.
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for setting up of sub-centers in any Panchayat under its
jurisdiction.

(3) It will look after the marketing of cocoons.

(4) The concerned Divisional Sericulture Officer will
implement the decisions of the Panchayat Samitis
subject to the availability of funds under the schemes.

5. Training under Prime Minister Rozgar Yojna
(PMRY) for the beneficiaries in whose favour loan is
sanctioned for setting up of self employment ventures
under Industry, Service & Business sectors is arranged
by the General Manager D.I.C. at the District, Sub-
Division and Block level as per guidelines/instructions
of Development Commissioner (S.S.1.) New Delhi,
Member(s) nominated by Chairman, Zila
Parishad/Panchayat Samiti can be included in the
District Task Force Committee.

6. --

7(1) Zila Parishad will consider the proposals
forwarded by Panchayat Samitis and take a decision as
it may deem fit.

(2) Zila Parishad can also suo moto identify land for
such purposes after taking views, if it considers
necessary, of the respective Panchayats/Panchayat
Samitis.

(3). After the Zila Parishad has considered, identified
the land and approved the proposal, the same will be
submitted with its recommendations through the
General Manager, D.1.C. to the Director of Industries
for further action.

8. At present prospective entrepreneurs after
registration and approval of their project, apply for the
allotment of plot/shed in the Industrial Area to the
General Manager, District Industries Centre. The Plot
allotment Committee at the District level under the
chairmanship of General Manager, D.I.C., after
consideration of all the applications for allotment of
plots/shed make the allotment to the entrepreneurs,
depending upon the project and availability of
plots/sheds, keeping in view the allotment policy in
view. One member of the Zila Parishad will be
nominated on the Plot Allotment Committee.

In continuation to this Directorate letter of even number dated 29.12.2000 and

26.5.2001 vide which guidelines regarding the devolution of powers to the PRIs were sent to

you (copy enclosed). It is informed that a meeting was held on 3.5.2001 at 3.00 PM under the

Chairmanship of Shri S.S. Parmar, IAS, F.C. cum-Secretary (Agr., Horti., Animal Husbandry

and Fisheries) in which the following decisions were taken for immediate implementation:-
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1. Organization of Training and Demonstrations by Gram Panchayats:

The work of trainings and demonstrations on improved technologies to the farmers will
be done in collaboration with the PRIs. A calendar of training camps and demonstrations will
be finalized at the district level in the beginning of the year so as to ensure that the same
programmes are not repeated at the same place but are evenly distributed throughout the
district. This can only be ensured, if both the departments i.e. Agriculture & Horticulture
finalize the training calendar together at district level and the experts from both the
Department, KVK, Universities, Animal Husbandry and Fisheries Departments attend these
camps irrespective of the Department organizing the same and spending funds. The department
will give wide publicity of the training camps to be held during the year by sending the
calendar to each PRIs. It will be decided at district level as to which trainings or camps is to be
assigned to which department and where this may be decided mutually by the District level
officers of the line Departments at district level.

2. ldentification of beneficiaries:

The task of identification of beneficiaries under different schemes of the department like
the distribution of minikits, construction of tanks and biogas plants etc. will be given to the
Gram Panchayats.

3. Accountability:

In order to have accountability of Extension Officers, the SMS (Agr.) will keep a close
and constant liaison with the Panchayat Samitis. They will attend all the Panchayat Samiti
meetings and submit the copies of their tour programmes to the Chairman, Panchayat Samiti
for their information. For the convenience of people, they will ensure that they are present at
their headquarters for atleast there specified dates during the week. However, Annual
Confidential Report(ACRs) of SMS of Agriculture Department at the Block headquarters will
be initiated by Chairman, Panchayat Samiti in addition to the Dy. Director at district level and
the ACRs of other lower staff working at block level shall be initiated by the SMS concerned.

It is, therefore, requested that the above decisions may be implemented in letter and spirit
alongwith the guidelines already sent to you immediately.
This may please be given personal attention.

| am directed to refer to U.O. No. PCH-HA(3)2/97-V1-4243 dated 25.2.2002 from Chief
Secretary to the Govt. of Himachal Pradesh enclosing the list of subjects to be devolved in
respect of Agriculture Department to the Panchayati Raj Institutions. The point wise position in
respect of the subjects of Agriculture Department is as under:-

1. Regarding empowering Panchayat Samiti Chairman to initiate ACRs of ADOs.
alongwith staff, if already done then orders of the Department to this effect be conveyed
to all the Panchayat Samitis directly or through this Department.

We had already informed Director-cum-Special Secretary (Panchayati Raj Department)
vide our letter No. Agr-H(2)1/2001-L dated 16.5.2001, about the decision taken by the
Department of Agriculture in order to have more accountability of extension officers of the
Department of Agriculture. The subject matter specialists at Block Hars. level will keep a close
and constant liaison with the Panchayat Samitis. They will attend all the Panchayat Samiti
meetings and submit the copies of the tour programmes to the Chairman Panchayat Samitis for
their information. For the convenience of people, they will ensure that they are present at their
Hars. for at least three specified dates during the week. It was further conveyed that the Annual
Confidential Reports(ACRs) of SMS at the Block level will be initiated by Chairman,
Panchayat Samiti in addition to Deputy Director of Agriculture at the district level. The
Director of Agriculture HP has already informed his field officers about the decision of the
Government vide his letter NO. Agr. H(8-P)F(14)4/98-1- dated 25.2.2001. It will therefore, be
in the fitness of things if all the Panchayat Samitis in the Pradesh are informed about the
decision of initiating ACRs. of SMSs by the Chairman, Panchayat Samitis by the Panchayati
Raj Department .
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2. Department has to list out the Institutions whose location the PRIs would decided.

The point with regard to the listing of institutions whose locations will be decided by the
PRIs is not applicable to the Department of Agriculture.

3. Preparation of Calendar to organize training of farmers and to conduct
demonstration in consultation with Zila Parishads and also to provide funds to the Zila
Parishad.

In order to pool the resources, the Departments of Agriculture & Horticulture and
Institutions like SAUs & KVKSs,, it has already been decided that the work of finalizing
training camps at different places in the district will be finalized at the district level in
consultation with Zila Parishad and the efforts will be made to ensure that the training camps
are evenly distributed throughout the district. It has also been decided that in addition to the
Department of Agriculture and Horticulture, the officers from the Departments of Animal
Husbandry and Fisheries will also be called in all the training camps. It will be ensured that the
experts/specialists from line Departments SAUs. And KVKSs. attend all these training camps so
as to provide maximum benefits to the farmers. For finalizing the training camps of farmers
during the year, the Heads of Agriculture, Horticulture and Animal Husbandry department at
district level will act as a Conveners on alternate basis. For example, DDAs in the districts will
act as Conveners during the month of April, DDHs/DHOs will be conveners during the month
of May and June the Convenership will pass on to the District Head of Animal Husbandry
Department. This process will go on and the Convenership will rotate amongst these
Departments like wise during the year.

However, it will not be possible for the Departments to pass on the funds to Zila
Parishads for the purpose of organizing training camps for the farmers as most of the funds for
these training camps are coming under various centrally sponsored schemes. It is, however,
suggested that the State Plan funds in this regard should be provided by the Planning
Department direct to respective Zila Parishads.

4. Gram Sabhas to be empowered to select/identify beneficiaries under various
schemes of the Department.

Director of Agriculture has vide his letter No. DAHP. Memo No. Agr. H(8-P)F (14)4/98
dated 15.6.2000, instructed all field officers with regard to the devolution of task of
identification of beneficiaries under different schemes of the Department like distribution of
minikits, construction of tanks and bio gas plants, etc. by Gram Sabhas.
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5. To empower Panchayati Raj functionaries of appropriate level to enter village,
Block & District level Agriculture Department Institutions and check attendance register
and other staff and to record their comments on their attendance register.

It has been decided that the Chairman, Zila Parishad and Chairman Panchayat Samiti,
will be empowered to check attendance registers of staff and record their comments thereon in
their respective jurisdiction. Necessary instructions in this regard are being issued separately.

6. Handing over of village level institutes alongwith part-time functionaries to the
Gram Panchayats.

As already informed, there are no village level institutions of Agriculture Department co-
terminus with the area of Gram Panchayats where from the services of part-time functionaries
could be handed over to the Gram Panchayats.

7. Modalities for involvement of PRIs needs to be worked out viz-a-viz the
Department has to decide whether PRIs should be distributing pesticides or reporting
about diseases or both.

PRIs. could identify places and persons who could be given licenses by the Agriculture
Department for distribution of insecticides/pesticides in specified areas. PRIs. can play
important role in reporting about the spread of pests and diseases to nearest AEOs/ADOs and
SMSs for taking immediate corrective action by the latter.

1. The Amenities Committee of the Gram Panchayat, as constituted under section
23(2)(111) of the H.P.Panchayati Raj Act,94 will be expanded by co-opting Male/Female
—Health worker, Anganwadi worker, Ayurvedic Chiktsa Adhikari, representatives of
Mahila Mandal, Volunatary organizations and will be called the Panchayat Swasthya
Parivar Kalyan Samiti . This committee shall prepare the micro-plan with regards to
health care facilities and health programmes and get the same approved by the Gram
Sabha. It shall perform other functions in respect of Ayurveda Department as may be
specifically assigned to it by the State Government from time to time. Similar
committees will also function at the Panchayat Samiti and Zila Parishad level.

2. The Gram Panchayat shall in the meeting of Swasthya Parivar Kalyan Samiti decide
about the location or relocation of Ayurvedic Health Centre within Panchayat. Similarly
decision about location/relocation of AHCs from one Panchayat to another will be
taken by Swasthya Parivar Kalyan Samiti at the Panchayat Samiti level and from one
Samiti area to another at the Zila Parishad level.

3. The Gram Panchayat shall through a resolution passed by it send a complaint/report on
the absence of a Pharmacist, ANM and IV-Class, non-opening of the Ayurvedic Health
Centre as per hours fixed by the Govt. from time to time and improper functioning of
the AHC. It will also report whether the employees as above are staying at their places
of posting. Such a complaint/report shall be forwarded to the concerned Sub-Divisional
Ayurvedic Medical Officer/District Ayurvedic Officer.

4. The Panchayat Samiti shall have power to report on the functioning of the Ayurvedic
Health Centres and physical attendance of staff of Ayurvedic Department posted at
AHC. Such a report shall be forwarded to the District Ayurvedic Officer.
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5. The Zila Parishad shall have power to report on the functioning of the SDAMO and on
the physical attendance of the staff of the Ayurveda Department posted in these
Institutions. Such a report shall be forwarded to the District Ayurvedic Officer/Director
of Ayurveda.

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ANNEXURE-A

DEVOLUTION OF POWER TO PANCHAYATI RAJ INSTITUTIONS TRANSFER
THE CONTROL AND REPAIR /MAINTENANCE OF PRIMARY SCHOOL
BUILDINGS TO PANCHAYATS.

In order to devolve powers to Panchayati Raj, all the Primary School Buildings, in future
, are transferred to the Gram Panchayats and the maintenance of Primary School buildings
would be the responsibility of Gram Panchayats. The revenue entry of the land would be
changed to the extent that Government of Himachal Pradesh would continue to be owner of the
land and the possessions would be in the name of the Panchayat. They are declared as
beneficiary trustee and would, therefore, enjoy the right over the land as long as the land would
be primarily used for the purpose of Primary Education. The Panchayat would be the owner of
the building and would, therefore, have rights to dismantle unserviceable buildings, auction or
use material of dismantled buildings and repair or make addition alteration to the buildings.

The Primary School buildings constructed in future would be owned by the Panchayat
and the construction would be done through Panchayat only. In case, construction is to be done
by any agency other than the Panchayat, then permission of the Panchayat to do so would be
necessary. Construction and maintenance of Primary School buildings would be the
responsibility of the Gram Panchayat. However, State Government or Government of India
will continue to provide funds for construction and maintenance of Primary School buildings
under various schemes. If such schemes do not exsist or in case the availability of funds under
various schemes is less than the required funds then it would be the responsibility of Panchayat
to spend money from its own resources and ensure that adequate funds are made available for
the Primary School. In case, there are some schemes under which funds can be obtained by
preparing projects, the Panchayat will make efforts to repair projects for obtaining funds for
construction for Primary School building.

If the Education Department runs a Primary School in the building owned by the
Panchayat, Education Department will not pay any rent to the Panchayat for the building.
However, Government will provide money subject to the availability in budget for repair of
buildings on demand being received from the Panchayats. The School building fund will be
given to the concerned Panchayat who will use it for maintenance and the same will not be

permitted to be diverted. The Panchayats will maintain separate account for the building funds.
The Panchayat would be free to use the building and the playground for other purposes, in case

they feel that the community would be benefitted or they are able to generate additional
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income. This would be allowed only if no damage is caused to the school property including
movable assets like desks, books etc., the education timings are not altered or disturbed and
there are no political and anti-social activities involved. These Primary School buildings can
also be used for other activities such as coaching/additional Education Centres, Computer
Training Centres, Adult Education Centres, Sports Activities, Reading Room, Marriages,
Health Camps or sale of book or other materials or for any other purpose as deemed fit by the
Panchayat.

1. OBJECTIVES:

a) To provide part time water carriers in Himachal Pradesh Government Schools against
vacancies or against specifically created posts.

b) To empower the PRIs further by decentralizing and involving PRIs in the effective
running of Primary Schools.

c) To provide an opportunity for the unemployed youth of Himachal Pradesh to work in
Govt. Primary Schools of their villages located in the jurisdiction of the Gram
Panchayats/Urban Local Bodies and earn a decent honorarium as well.

2. MODE OF APPOINTMENT:

The appointment shall be made by the selection committee to be constituted by the

Government in the Education Department as notified from time to time.

3. ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA:

Only such candidates will be eligible to apply for a post of part time Water Carrier,
who are:-

- Citizen of India.

- Of a sound mind

- Have never been involved in any acts of criminal nature
Permanent resident of the village/Gram Panchayat/Urban Local Body of the
area, in which the school is located, where the vacancy of part time water
carrier exist.

- All such candidates who had earlier applied for and in whose case interviews
were held but have not been appointed will also be considered for appointment
subject to the fulfillment of the conditions prescribed under this scheme.

4. IDENTIFICATION OF VACANCIES:

The DPEOs will identify the schools which have the vacancies. The part time water

carriers will be recruited for the primary schools so identified by the DPEOs and approved by
the department and the Government.

5. ADVERTISEMENT/NOTIFICATION OF VACANIES:
School wise and Gram Panchayat/Urban Local Body wise notification of vacancies will be
done by the DPEOQ after obtaining the approval of the Govt. through the Directorate of Primary
Education. The President/Chairperson of the Urban Local Body/ Pradhan Gram
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Panchayat will call applications for recruitment against the post of part time water carriers by
advertising through the Panchayat/Urban Local Body/ School Notice Boards.

6. APPLICATIONS:

The candidates will have to apply for appointment as part time water carriers on plain
paper to the Pradhan, Gram Panchayat/President/ Chairperson of the Urban Local Body of the
area in which the primary school is located along with photo copies of certificate, which shall
be compared with the originals at the time of interview. The candidates are also required to
paste one attested pass port size photograph on the application form.

7. INTERVIEW AND MARKS:

i) The Selection Committee will judge the suitability of the candidates purely on merit.

The Block Primary Education Officer will maintain complete record of the selection
process.

i) The Selection Committee will hold interviews by calling all the eligible candidates.

i) Preference will be given to candidates who are from families without any member

in govt. service.

Iv) The selection will be purely specific to a particular school only.

V) In the interview marks shall be awarded to the candidates out of 30. The distribution

of marks shall as under:-

1) For candidates of Villages/Town at distance:-

a) Upto 1.5 Kms. from school 10 marks

8. APPLICATION OF RESERVAITON ROSTER:
Since this is a contractual engagement by the Gram Panchayat/ Urban Local Body, for a

particular school and that too for a specified periods on a fixed remuneration, therefore,
reservation roster is not applicable.

9. SELECTION PROCEDURE:
Candidates will be selected by a committee comprising of representatives of the PRIs/Urban
Local Bodies and the Department.
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10. ELIGIBILITY FOR APPLICATION:

The candidates with requisite educational and age qualifications should be permanent
residents of the same village/Panchayat/Urban Local Body, in which the primary school is
located, for which the vacancy has been notified.

All such candidates who had earlier applied for and in whose case interview were held
but have not been appointed will also be considered for appointment subject to the fulfillment
of the conditions prescribed under this scheme.

11. SELECTION COMMITTEE:

As notified by the Government from time to time.

12. COMPASSIONATE GROUND APPOINTMENT:

The Government will have the power to appoint any candidate as part time water carrier
on compassionate ground without following the selection process if the candidates are widows,
women deserted by their husbands, or otherwise destitute handicapped persons and if the
candidates falls below the poverty line as defined by the Rural Development Department from
time to time.

13. DECLARATION OF RESULT:

Based on all relevant certificates enclosed with the application, a merit list will be drawn
up and the person at the top will be offered appointment within 15 days of the interview
subject to the verification of all information and certificates against the originals.

14. APPOINTMENT:

The appointment of the selected part time water carriers will be made on contractual basis
by the employer Gram Panchayat/Urban Local Body after executing a proper agreement
between the candidate selected for appointment and the employer Gram Panchayat/Urban
Local Body on the prescribed form of agreement at Annexure-1.

15. WAITING LIST:

For every selected candidate, a waiting list of two candidates will be prepared on merit.
This waiting list will be valid for one year after the selection process is over. Waiting list
candidates may be appointed if the selected candidate does not join or he/she leaves the job
within one year of appointment.

16. WAGES/HONORARIUM:

The part time water carrier will be paid an honorarium of Rs. 1000/-(Rupees one
thousand only) per month for ten months in an academic year, by the respective employer
Gram Panchayat/Urban Local Body of the area out of the Grant-in-aid allocation made
available by the State Government.

17. AGE:

As prescribed by the Government from time to time, the age limits is to be reckoned on
the first day of the year in which the posts are advertised by the Gram Panchayat/Urban Local
Body of the area. The relaxation in the upper age limit in respect of categories of
SCs/STs/OBCs etc. will also be admissible as per the State Govt. norms.
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18. APPOINTING/PUNISHING AUTHORITY:

The part time water carriers so recruited shall be contractual employees of the Gram
Panchayat/Urban Local Body, for all intents and purposes. The appointing /punishing authority
in respect of part time water carriers will be the employer Gram Panchayat/Urban Local Body.

19. ADMISSIBILITY OF CASUAL OR ANY OTHER KIND OF LEAVE:

i) One causal leave will be admissible to the part time water carriers after putting in
one month’s continuous service. Total casual leave admissible to the part time water
carriers will not exceed ten in a year. No other kind of leave will be admissible to
the part time water carriers.

i) Continuous absence beyond a week from the school without approval of the

employer
shall automatically lead to the termination of the services of the part time water
carriers. The part time water carriers will not be entitled for any wages/honorarium
for the period of absence.

20. RIGHT TO CLAIM REGULAR APPOINTMENT:

The candidates appointed as part time water carriers under the scheme, by the respective
Gram Panchayats/Urban Local Bodies of the areas in which the primary school is located, shall
have No Right to claim regularization/ absorption/ appointment as regular class-1V employees
of the State Government.

21. The Government of Himachal Pradesh shall have the right to relax/amend any of the
terms and conditions/provisions mentioned in the above scheme in public interest.

1996 (copy enclosed). Besides this, ownership of all Govt. Primary School buildings has also
been transferred to standing committee of PRIs for construction/maintenance. And, the Gram
Panchayats have been declared as beneficiary trustees, as far as primary schools are concerned,
so that they could enjoy the right over the land as long as the land is primarily used for the
purpose of primary education. The Gram Panchayats have also been assigned a role to appoint
Primary Assistant Teachers and Part Time Water Carriers in Govt. Primary Schools.

In this regard it is further added that, in order to give wider publicity in respect of the
devolution of powers to PRIs, highlighting the various roles assigned and expected from Gram
Panchayats in various other associated fields such as in promoting attendance/enroliment and
help in implementing Mid Day Meal Scheme in the State, a Booklet was also brought out for
all Panchayats of the State and was circulated vide the above said letter.

Site location or relocation of a Community Health Centre falling in the District shall
be discussed in Zila Parikas and the final decision on it shall rest with Zila Parishad.

This notification also identified the functions
and responsibilities of different departments. which were proposed to be
implemented through the PRI’s. (Copy of the Notification alongwith the functions
relating to Horticulture Department are enclosed as Annexure-1)

The detailed activity chart relating to the functions of the Department of Horticulture
to be implemented through the PRIs. from Panchayat to Zila Parishad level were
formulated and submitted to the Government for approval. The State Government
approval for the same was accorded vide letter No. HTC-A(2)1/99 dated 22-06-2000
from the Financial Commissioner-cum-Secretary (Hort.), Government of Himachal
Pradesh, Shimla (Copy enclosed as Annexure-I1)

The approved functions relating to the Horticulture Department were got printed in
the form of a booklet(copy at Annexure-111) and circulated to all the field
functionaries of the Department of Horticulture, HP up to village level vide letter
No. 3/9/2000 (Inf) dated 29/09/2000. Copies of the publication were also sent to all

Point-wise comments of the department of Horticulture are as under:-

(i) TO EXPLORE THE POSSIBILITY OF HANDING OVER SOME PCDOs TO PRIs:-

In order to explore the possibility of the management of department PCDOs. through
PRIs, 15 Progeny-cum-Demonstration orchards of the department of Horticulture have been
identified which could be handed over to the Panchayati Raj Institutions, these PCDOs could
be transferred to the specific Panchayats in which these PCDOs are located. A proposal in this
regard shall be submitted to the Government separately. However, the concerned PRIs shall
have to ensure that the objectives for which the PCDOs were established, are continued to be
achieved.

(ii) TO GIVE SUPERVISORY POWERS OF THE FIELD FUNCTIONATIES:-
The main field functionary of the department i.e HD.Os are posted at Block level. To assist
H.D.Os in the implementation of different programmes/schemes of the department of
Horticulture, H.E.Os are posted at HD.Os circle level. No functionary of the department is
presently available at Panchayat level. All the programmes of the department are carried out by
these failed functionaries. These field functionaries are already accountable to Panchayat
Samiti who can any time check their working and give necessary directions for horticulture
development work. The Horticulture Development Officers at the block level are already
expected to attend the meeting of the Block Development Committees.
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(iii) REGARDING ORGANISATION OF FAIRS AND TRAINING CAMPS BY PRIS,

The training camps are organized by the Department of Horticulture for transfer of
technology on specified aspects of Horticulture in which technical officers of the deptt. of
Horticulture and experts from the University of Horticulture & Forestry Solan jointly
participate. It will not be feasible for PRIs to arrange such camps in collaboration institutions
from University and other scientific institutions. However the PRIs can associate in the
organization of such training programmes.

I am directed to refer to your letter No. 17-15/96-Ind(Estt.)Budget Assu-11-1920 dated
31.5.2005 on the subject cited above and to convey approval of the Government to
collect/distribute the tax already provided under Section 100(l) (d) of the Himachal Pradesh
Panchayati Raj Act, 1994 on minor minerals to the Gram Panchayats on the following rates:-

(1)  On extraction and export of sand, stone, bajri to be Rs.10/- per truck and Rs. 5/-
per trolley.

(if)  On slates to be Rs. 50/- per truck.

The tax shall be collected/distributed by the Department of Industries and paid to the

Panchayat as per the following mechanism:
1. The District Mining Officer/Mining Inspector/Assistant Mining Inspector/
Extension Officer, Industry or any other authorized officer/officials shall collect
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the above tax from the lease holder/contractor short term permit holder at the
same time while realizing royalty on the minor minerals or while issuing “M”
forms to the mineral concession holders whichever is earlier. The amount of tax
shall be on the rates specified and calculated/derived on the basis of material load
carried by per trolley/truck.

The tax so realized on minor minerals shall be deposited in the following receipt
head of Panchayati Raj Department. Receipt Head-0515-other Rural Development
Programmes 101-Receipts under the Panchayati Raj Act. 04-Receipts of taxes
from Minor Minerals in the Panchayat areas.

The District Mining Officer/Mining Inspector/Assistant Mining Inspector/
Extension Officer Industries or as the case may be shall ensure that the above tax
is collected/realized at the same time while collecting/realizing royalty on minor
mineral/issuance of “M” forms whichever is earlier and is deposited in Govt.
Treasury at the same time.

The District Mining Officer will sent a Panchayat-wise quarterly consolidated
statement of the tax collection duly verified from the Challans deposited by
different mining lessees/contractors/ short term permit holders and send the same
to the District Panchayat Office for every quarter. In case of mineral concession
extending to more than one Panchayat the assignment of tax collection will be
calculated in proportion to the area of the lease/contract/short term permit falling
in each Panchayat and shall be reflected in the consolidated quarterly statement.
The District Panchayat Officer on receipt of quarterly statement from District
Mining Officer will submit a detailed statement mentioning Panchayat- wise
amount of tax deposited by the Mining Lessees/contractors/short term permit
holders in
the concerned Treasury to the Director(Panchayati Raj) before beginning of the

next quarter.
The Director(Panchayati Raj) will consolidate the proposals received from all the
12 districts and obtain the sanction of the Government for drawal of amount
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deposited by the Mining Lessees/Contractors/Short Term Permit Holders in the
State. The sanction will be conveyed by the Director(Panchayati Raj) to the District
Panchayat Officers.

7. The District Panchayat Officers on receipt of the sanction from the Government
will draw the funds as per sanction and send the amount directly to the Gram
Panchayat concerned.

8.  The funds received by each Gram Panchayat shall form part of the Gram Sabha
fund and shall be utilized as provided under section 99 of the Himachal Pradesh
Panchayati Raj Act, 1994.

The Lambardars will show the receipt issued by the concerned Gram Panchayat to the
Wasil Baqui Navis (Tehsil Revenue Accountant) who will effect the entries in the register of
land revenue incorporating therein the receipt number and date of issue.

Whenever the land revenue is remitted or suspended, the land revenue from the land
owners shall not be collected in case of remission and if the land revenue is suspended, it will
be collected by the Lambardar whenever ordered to do so, and accordingly be deposited with
the Panchayats.

Where for whatsoever reason there is no Lambardar, the responsibility of collecting land
revenue shall be of the concerned Panchayat who may collect the same through any
functionary of the Gram Panchayat or any other educated unemployed youth of Gram
Panchayat whosoever is entrusted for doing so by Gram Panchayat concerned shall also be
entitled to the share of land revenue as payable to Lambardars till such time as Lambardar is
appointed.

The Patwari will bifurcate the details of land revenue Gram Panchayat-wise so that there
is no confusion whatsoever.
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The details of land revenue so received by Gram Panchayats shall be furnished to
Panchayat Inspector who will report it to District Panchayat Officer who will further convey it
to Commissioner(Revenue) and Director Panchayati Raj. The decision as to use of land
revenue collected by Gram Panchayats shall be taken by Panchayat Department.

The Department of Administrative Reforms and Public Grievances, Govt. of India had
organized a Symposium on 23w« May, 1998 at Bachat Bhawan, Shimla, wherein Gram
Panchayat Pradhans, Panchayat Samiti Chairman and Member of Zila Parishad from three
Districts namely Shimla, Solan & Sirmour had taken part. In this symposium, the
representatives of PRIs have referred to their experiences with Government Department and
have also made some suggestions about how involvement of PRI functionaries with
development programmes can be made more effective. The suggestions made by the elected
representatives have been examined in detail at the Government level and follow up action
required to be taken by the DCs level and follow up action required to be taken by the DCs and
other offices in the field to ensure transparency and accountability in administration is as
follows:-

1. Copies of sanction letters of all the development works may be sent to the Gram
Panchayat concerned. This matter may also be reviewed in the monthly meetings to
ensure that the Departmental officers are actually complying with this requirement.

2. Training camps/programmes for the Panchayat Samiti members may be organized at the
block level, using the resources of the District Training Centers.

3. It may be ensured that the provisions of rules 97(6) and 105(6) of the Himachal Pradesh
Panchayati Raj (General ) Rules, 1997 are complied with under this provision, on
requisition of a Panchayat Samiti or a Zila Parishad , as the case may be, the officers of
the Government serving at the block or district level will have to attend the meeting of

these institutions.
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4. The BDOs may be advised to keep Chairman, Panchayat Samiti posted with all the
development works being initiated in the block.

5. Prioritization of the shelf of schemes submitted by the Gram Panchayat , as a matter of
rule, may be honoured by the District Administration.

6. Gram Panchayat pass resolutions about the development problems being faced by them.
These resolutions are not responded to by the Govt. Departments. A review of this matter
may also be taken up in the monthly meetings of DCs.

- Devolution of powers to the Panchayati Raj Institutions.

The Cabinet in its meeting held on 27t October, 1999 has considered the issue of
strengthening the role of the Panchayati Raj Institutions vis a vis the 15 Departments which
have already devolved powers and responsibilities to the PRIs vide this Department
notification No. PCH-HA(1)12/87 dated 31.7.1996. Following specific decisions have been
taken in this regards:-

Gram Panchayats shall prepare micro-plans proposing development interventions
that reflect the felt needs in their area by way of improving rural connectivity,
schooling, health and veterinary care facilities, drinking water, sanitation etc.
indicating the order of priority of the same. The micro-plan will be approved by the
Gram Sabha. Thereafter at-least 75% of the funds available under EAS(Employment
Assurance Scheme), LDP (Local District Planning), decentralized Planning, relief
fund and small savings prize money shall be earmarked by the Deputy Commissioner
for funding the micro-plans in the order of priority indicated by the Gram Panchayat;
The following procedure shall be adopted by all the Departments of the State
Government of Himachal Pradesh regarding addition to the available facilities for
schooling, veterinary and health care etc:-

The Departments shall make the distribution in terms of numbers for each district(for
rural areas only) to the Zila Parishads;

Then Zila Parishad shall decide upon the Development Blocks(Panchayat Samitis)
to which these institutions are to be assigned and convey this to the Panchayat

The Panchayat Samitis shall decide the allocation to various Gram Panchayats within
the development block and convey this to the concerned Gram Panchayats;

The Gram Panchayat shall then decide about the location of the institution within the
Gram Panchayat area;
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e) For institutions serving more than one Gram Panchayat area the locational decision
shall be taken by the Panchayat Samiti concerned,;
f) For institutions serving more than one Panchayat Samiti area the location may be
decided by the Zila Parishad.
The Institutions/facilities which are to be allocated by the above method are (i) schools
(i1) Anganwaris (iii) Health Institutions (Allopathic and Ayurvedic) (iv) Veterinary Institutions
(v) Fair price shops (vi) Hand pumps (vii) Public water taps.
Various Department may add other institutions/ facilities to the list given above as this
list is not exhaustive.
(ili) The Gram Panchayat shall have powers to report on physical attendance in their
assigned areas of work with regard to grass root level functionaries such as
Patwaris,
Forest Guards, School Teachers, Male/Female Health Workers and village level
workers of Ayurveda, Animal Husbandry, IPH, Social & Women Welfare
Departments. If the Panchayat has a complaint in this regard it should convey the
same through a resolution to the head of the office of the concerned Department
at the district level who will be bound to act on the same and further respond in a
time bound manner to the Panchayat regarding action taken.
(iv) The Gram Panchayat shall be the appointing authority in respect of grass root
level staff whose services are utilized on part time basis such as Anganwari
Workers, voluntary Teachers, Tailoring Teacher, Water Carries, Water Guard etc.,
for which the Department would constitute selection committee headed by the
SDM/BDO at the Block level as deemed fit for selection of the appointees. The
appointment letters would however be issued by the Panchayats and these
categories of staff would be part time employees of the Panchayats. Grant in aid
assistance shall be released to the Gram Panchayat for this purpose by the

concerned Departments.

(v) It has been seen that various departments for the purpose of performing supervisory
functions concerning their departments, have been constituting village level
committees. These committees may among other members also have the elected
representatives of PRIs. However, as a result of constitution of such village/
Panchayat level committees by various departments, there is a multiplicity of
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committees coming up at the village level. This is creating confusion amongst
local people and there is also little co-ordination between the various committees
and PRIs. The HP Panchayati Raj Act has provision under section 23, 84 and 95
(copy of the abstract of section 23,84,95 are enclosed) for Standing Committees
at the level of Gram Panchayat, Panchayat Samiti and Zila Parishad for performing
functions relating to different areas such as agricultural production, poverty
alleviation, education and health etc. The constitution of the Standing Committees
is specified under the Act. There is also a provision for co-option of additional
members.

It is, therefore, decided that different departments instead of forming separate committees
for implementing and overseeing their departmental programmes should integrate their
committees with the Standing Committees under the PRIs set up.

(vi) With a view to implement the devolution of power and responsibilities enshrined
in this Departments notification of 21st July, 1996, it has been decided that the
concerned 15 Departments shall prepare information booklets as to how devolution
is to be effected in actual practice, addressed to their field staff as well as
Chairpersons of Zila Parishads, Panchayat Samitis and Pradhans of Gram
Panchayats. It is also been decided that this task should be completed by the various
15 departments within a month.

I am therefore to request you to please frame detailed guidelines, rules & procedure in
order to implement the above decisions of the Government and send copies to this Department
alongwith point-wise implementation report so that a consolidated compliance report is placed
before the Council of Ministers by December end.

The Revenue
Department vide letter No. Rev.D(F)4-3/94 Lamberdars, dated 8.3.2001 has further informed
that Lamberdars, in some Panchayat are not ready to go to the Panchayats to deposit the
collected land revenue. If the Lamberdars are not ready to go to the Panchayats, in that event
they can directly deposit the collected revenue in the Bank account of concerned Panchayat.

You are, therefore, requested to instruct/direct all the Gram Panchayat of your
District/Block to inform all the Lamberdars about the Bank account number of the concerned
Panchayats so that all the Lamberdars can deposit the proceeds of the land revenue collected
by them directly in the bank account of the Gram Panchayat concerned.

Sir,

As you are aware, the Gram Sabha is the most important level of Panchayati Raj and all
efforts are required to be made for the conduct of successful meetings so that they come up as
important institutions for propagating/monitoring schemes of various departments of the
Government and also obtaining feed back from the public. Gram Sabhas have also to emerge
as the planning and decision making bodies at the grass root level for the local self
Government to come up in a real sense. Section 5 of the Himachal Pradesh Panchayati Raj Act,
1994 provides that every Gram Sabha shall hold four general meetings in each year and every
meeting shall be held on first Sunday of January, April, July and October. With a view to make
the Gram Sabha meetings successful and meaningful it has already been requested several
times that all field level officers, specially village level functionaries of various departments,
be directed to attend the Gram Sabha meetings. These officials/functionaries should also be
asked to briefly explain the programmes of their department and obtain feed back from the
public. Where the operational area of such functionaries like Patwaris or guards covers more

than one Gram Panchayat, appropriate rotation may be established and announced in advance.
Gram Sabhas would become more meaningful if they have certain fixed agenda for each
meeting and any special items are considered additional to this specific focus. Thus for
example, the January Gram Sabha should be hold to pass the coming financial years budget,
the April Gram Sabha for presentation and review of the Audit Report, the July Gram Sabha
for selection of beneficiaries under different programmes and the October Gram Sabha for a
mid year review of the Budget.
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You are, therefore, once again requested to ensure wide publicity for Gram Sabha
meetings issue guidelines on fixing an agenda and also ensure that the village level
functionaries attend the meetings of the Gram Sabha.

(i) There shall be paid to the office bearer of the Panchayat actual fare and daily
allowance for journeys performed by him for any official work within or outside
territorial jurisdiction of the concerned Panchayat and such journeys shall not be
undertaken unless authorised by a resolution passed to this effect by the Panchayat
to which he has been elected:

Provided that he shall not undertake journey outside the State without prior
permission of the Director of Panchayati Raj.

(ii) The actual fare and daily allowance shall be paid only if the journey is performed by
him outside a radius of 8 Kilometers from his usual place of residence.

(iii)  The office bearer of Panchayat if using means of conveyance at the expense of the
Government or Panchayats or any other authority, as the case may be, shall not be
entitled to any travelling allowance.

(iv)  If journey is partly performed by rail and partly by bus, he shall be paid actual
railway and bus fare restricted to the class of accommodation to which he is
entitled.

(v) An office bearer of Panchayat shall be entitled to draw single seat fare of class of
accommodation to which he is entitled, and if the journey is performed in the
lower class then he shall be entitled to the fare actually paid by him.

It has come to the notice of the Department that there are instances where Gram Sabha
member agrees/proposes to gift land belonging to him to the Gram Panchayat concerned for
the purpose of construction of Panchayat Ghar, Community center or for any other purpose and
the concerned Revenue authorities do not transfer the said land in the name of the Gram
Panchayat without the prior permission of the department .

In this behalf it is informed the under section 119 of the Himachal Pradesh Panchayati
Raj Act,1994 every Gram Panchayat, Panchayat Samiti and Zila Parishad shall be a body
corporate by the name specified, therefore in the notification under section 3 or section 77 or
section 88, as the case may be, having perpetual succession and a common seal and shall by
the said name, sue and be sued and shall subject to the provisions of this Act and the rules
made thereunder, have power to acquire, hold or transfer property movable or immovable, to
enter into contracts and to do all other things necessary for the purposes of this Act. As such
Gram Panchayats can acquire immovable property especially when any Sabha member is
willing to gift a piece of land to the Gram Panchayat concerned and as such no permission in
such cases should be required.

You are, therefore, requested to kindly instruct the concerned Revenue authorities under
your jurisdiction to initiate proceedings for transfer of land in the name of Gram Panchayat
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where any Gram Sabha member proposes to gift said land to the Gram Panchayat without any
permission from this Department.

| am directed to refer to your letter No. 5890 and to clarify that sub-rule 2 of rule 21 of
the HP Panchayati Raj (General) Rule, 1997 provides that at the close of each calendar year the
entries in the Pariwar register, required to be prepared and revised in terms of all entries
pertaining to births, deaths and marriages which has taken place during the preceding year i.e.
up the 31st day of December. No other addition or alteration may be made without any
authenticated evidence or certificate of the member of concerned constituency of the Gram
Panchayat. In the event of division of the family, separation of family shall only be entered in
the Pariwar Register maintained by the Gram Panchayat on the decision of the Gram Sabha by
passing a resolution by majority in its general or special meeting on an application made by the
head of family concerned. However, the Gram Sabha shall taken into consideration the
definition of the family as defined under clause (1-A) of section 2 of the Himachal Pradesh

Panchayati Raj Act, 1994 while deciding the matter regarding division of family.
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In view of the above the application/request of Shri Chet Ram is to be decided by the
Gram Sabha concerned.
